1. Introductions and Roll Call
a. R. Boonchouy and P. Vaziri absent
2. Public Comment 
a. M. Agnew – 3-4th grade transition meeting was a good idea.  Not enough advertising.  Parents liked the emotional aspect of the presentation.

b. K. Carlson felt parents were late to BTSN.  Parents were coming in throughout the whole time.  There were more children than ever.  It was difficult to get through information.  
3. Purpose of the Site Council 
a. Reviewed the role of Site Council.  Discussed the School Governance Meeting on October 21st from 6-9.  
4. Approval of Minutes from May
a. P. Vaziri moved to approve as written.  S. Ghetti seconds.  Minutes approved unanimously.

b. R. Boonchouy was elected President of the Site Council. H. Govindjee-Merchant will be the vice president.  P. Vaziri will be the secretary.  
5. Principal Update
a. Great start to the new year. New program Student Ambassadors—6th graders help new students acclimate by giving tours, introducing to other students and checking in with new students weekly. Staff will meet with the 16 SA’s monthly to help teach them communication skills. In Feb/Mar the program will open to 5th graders with the 6th graders training them

b. 2 new Chromebook Carts from LCAP funding and 1 from PTA funding for a total of 6 on-site. Teachers are thrilled to have more Chromebooks.
c. Michelle commented on the success of Future Problem Solvers with last year’s 5th graders, and has asked if it could be introduced in 4th grade and continue into 5th. The academic collaboration was key and some form of academic collaboration among classes (e.g., AIM and non-AIM) be expanded.
6. SBAC Results
a. Last year’s SBAC Results were presented with comparison of DJUSD vs. Willett. Willett higher in all but one area in ELA, and that one is only 1% off of DJUSD. Outstanding results but should be tempered since is only one assessment of multiple measures. This year SBAC has a large window so each grade level could have a week to take tests. Options being discussed with teachers. Results were also presented in ELA, Math, and Science for all current Willett 4th-6th graders and they were also very good.  These are baseline scores since it was the first year we received results from SBAC.
b. A sample CAASPP Score Report—the version sent to parents—was distributed. The format is new this year.

7. School Plan update
a. The budget of the current plan was distributed showing the 3 LCFF funding sources and 4 goal areas (EL Development, School Climate, EL Arts, mathematics).

1. Wendy Allen is .40 EL Paraeducator; Elizabeth Petteys is a .6 counselor; have a .3 Reading Para and we now also have a .5 Instructional Computer Specialist in J. Cuetara. The ICS position salary is supplemented by the PTA since she works as an ITS; Michelle Valcarengi is our Math Para for 18 hours/week, working with the 1st - 3rd grade. Niki Reina-Guerra is now a math coach 50% time and is at Willett and Korematsu.  She works with our math para also.  Overall Support Services has improved tremendously in the past few years.  LCAP goals are being followed through on and we are seeing the impact at the sites.
2. LCFF funding includes: Reading para support, EL para support, math para support, and .1 of the counseling services.
8. Committee Reports
a. PTA –Heidi
i. Family Movie Night last Saturday night; at least 100 attended. Oct 17 is the ‘Hoot’enany at Yolanda Ranch. Budget is finalized and a new PTA website was unveiled this summer. The website is through Beehively and is better integrated with those functions such as the directory and is a one-stop site for school information. Heema will be managing the site this year. Lindsay Upcraft will work with Heema to input staff sections.
ii. Flyers are not being sent home; information is online, with 20 hard copies in the office..
